
  
FACULTY EXPECTATIONS IN ___ Music___ 
RE. PORTFOLIO ESSAYS 
  

  
•  The general philosophy of above-named discipline regarding Assessment of Prior Experiential Learning essays may be summarized as follows: 
  
We, in the Music area, whole-heartedly endorse the granting of college credits on the basis of APEL.   It has long been known that professionalism in the arts flourishes in many places outside the academic institution and that knowledge, however it was acquired, should be recognized. 
  
•  Describe the nature of any dialogue expected between faculty in above-name discipline and students preparing portfolio essays in the discipline. 
  
There would be need for pre-discussion during the preparation, either by email or phone. 
   
•  Describe the nature of any specific requirements the above-name discipline will have regarding contents of the portfolio materials i.e., documentation, essay, bibliography were applicable, etc. 
  
Requests for performance credit will likely need: 
•  Video or tape 
•  Essay ( What you have learned ; where you are at from a pedagogical and theoretical stand point.) 
•  Recital program documentation 
  
 
•  Describe issues regarding the general turnaround time for review of portfolio materials in the above-named discipline. 
  
End of terms are always loaded with concerts and recitals.   Faculty is extremely busy. 
   
•  Provide any additional information that will help portfolio students in developing materials for faculty review in the above-named discipline. 
  
Musicians in the “popular” field should not be discouraged from seeking credit; however, they should be able to discuss the craft and the theory behind musical experiences. 
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
