Update on DPD requirement:

 - DPD requirement was presented to the Faculty Senate on April 6th with no stumbling blocks or objections raised.  

 - Faculty Seante will vote on April 20th; after that the requirement will come before the University Council.  

 - EPCC is involved in developing criteria for vetting the courses when they come before that committee.  

 - Kim Sorensen and Jackie Grant will meet with Bob Davies after April 20th, to ask again for funds for a faculty training seminar and a fall faculty diversity workshop.  

 

Training Seminar:  Karen brought up CAS concerns over seminar being taught by local faculty with perceived bias, or without tenure.  Committee decided that there should be EOU faculty who would make viable candidates for teaching this course.  Online format, and team teaching were also suggested.  Kim will approach faculty based on a list drawn up largely from people who took the original seminar from Susan Shaw.  

 

Diversity Workshop:  Dr. Charles Martinez was suggested as a candidate; we will go ahead and book Charles Martinez, as the money for that should be forthcoming from the Provost / President, and we don't want to miss our opportunity.  September 17th was suggested as a date.  

 

Other (Campus Book Read):  

We will use our remaining budget to purchase and makde available copies of a book to form the basis for a campus/community book read project.  We will encourage faculty, staff, students and community to read the book over the summer, with book discussion scheduled for start of fall term.  Event will also be tied in with the campus-wide "Power of Place" effort.  

Suggested title:  "The Diary of a Part-time Indian"

Katie Townsend and Jackie Grant will investigate themes, individuals, and groups to get involved and possibly to ask for further funds.
